	PRE-LESSON / STARTER
	1. Write some (persuasive) words on the board. Tell pupils these words are used to increase curiosity and interest among customers. For example: ‘radiant’, ‘limited time offer’, ‘thrilling’, ‘inspiring’, ‘magical’, ‘electrifying’, etc.
2. Ask pupils to brainstorm where they may see these words used. For example, ‘inspiring’ – motivational books, ‘magical/thrilling’ – theme park/ride, ‘electrifying’ – concerts, ‘radiant’ – skin care product, etc.

	LESSON DEVELOPMENT

	Activity A
1. Before pupils read, tell them what they should do in sequence. First, tell them that are five missing sentences in the text. Then, tell them to read the sentences marked A – E.
2. After that, tell them to read the text. Pupils can match the sentences in the blanks. 
3. Remind pupils if they don’t know which sentence fits in the blank, they should continue reading.
4. Tell pupils to read the text again with the answers they have chosen.   
Activity B
1. Tell pupils to read the text again. Remind them to pay attention to the phrases highlighted in bold.
2. Read the meanings given and match them with the highlighted phrases in the text.

	POST LESSON / PLENARY

	Divide pupils in groups. Ask each group to create an advertisment for a specific product or service. Each group show their advertisment in class and highlight persuasive words they used.

	LESSON DEVELOPMENT

	Activity A & B
1. Divide pupils in pairs. Each pupil complete practices. After pupils have completed the practices, they exchange their workbooks and check the answers with their partner. 
2. Encourage pupils to refer to the grammar notes or discuss with their partner if they got an answer wrong or if in doubt.

	POST LESSON / PLENARY

	Ask pupils to say sentences of their own using verbs in the present perfect simple and present perfect continuous form. They present their sentences in class.

	PRE-LESSON / STARTER

	1. Write the following words on the board: ‘window displays’, ‘mannequins’, ‘product launches’, ‘social media alerts’, ‘loyalty cards’, etc.  
2. Ask pupils to brainstorm what type of jobs are responsible for the above duties.

	LESSON DEVELOPMENT

	Activity A
Divide pupils in pairs. Ask pupils to discuss and give ideas based on the questions given.
Activity B
1. Tell pupils to listen to the interview. Inform them that the interview is divided into three parts.
2. Tell them to answer the questions at the end of each part.
3. Pupils can check their answers with a friend.

	POST LESSON / PLENARY

	Divide pupils in pairs. Ask them to discuss three different jobs that they know of that is connected with shopping. (For example: fashion consultant, personal shopper, mystery shopper, order picker, etc.)

	PRE-LESSON / STARTER

	Ask pupils to state different types of shopping venues; hypermarket, grocery store; convenience store; etc. and give their definitions.

	LESSON DEVELOPMENT

	Activity A
Ask pupils to read the notes about wet market and supermarket. Tell them to use the notes as well as the phrases (to introduce advantages and disadvantages) given to talk about which shopping venue they prefer. 
Activity B
1. Divide pupils into pairs. They study the characteristics of both professions.
2. Pupils work together to answer the questions and give reasons. Encourage them to compare and contrast the characteristics of both professions to help them make a choice of the job they like/prefer.

	POST LESSON / PLENARY

	Ask pupils to state where they like to go shopping. Encourage them to give reasons for their preference/choice.
