1. Tell pupils to read the main opinion/statement of each speaker. 
2. Then, they match the opinion/statement with each speaker.
Activity C
Divide pupils into pairs. Ask them to choose which option they think would be best for the pupils in their school. Encourage pupils to explain and give reasons for their opinions.

Activity B
1. Pupils read the essay. They use the notes in A to complete the essay. Remind them to use the phrases given to present the advantages and disadvantages.

	POST LESSON / PLENARY

	1. Divide pupils into two groups; Group 1: Pupils who prefer group study and Group 2: Pupils who prefer self-study.
2. Ask each group to prepare arguments to convince each other that their chosen study method is the best.
