	LESSON DEVELOPMENT

	1. In pairs/small groups, pupils discuss how they see themselves when looking at the mirror.
2. Read the text and discuss the main ideas/contents.
3. Get pupils to locate specific information-main idea and its supporting details.
4. Pupils do the tasks provided and then discuss the answers to each part.

	PRE-LESSON / STARTER

	1. Teacher calls pupils randomly to write about an accident or a bad incident on white board.
2. Discuss with other pupils the causes or the consequences of the situation.
3. Ask opinions/suggestions on how they can change the situation.

	LESSON DEVELOPMENT

	1. Introduce sentence structure “I wish/If only….”    and read examples  provided.
2. Guide pupils to use the opinions/suggestions that have been discussed using “I wish/If only….”
3. Do the task in workbook by choosing the correct answers.
4. Listen to pupils presenting their own sentences as practice.
