	3. Pupils tick all factors they think are important when planning a trip.
4. Quick whole-class discussion about different priorities and why they matter.
5. Pupils read the given texts carefully.
6. Teacher reminds them to underline keywords in the questions and scan the text for those words or synonyms.
7. Pupils answer the 8 multiple-choice questions individually.
8. Peer-check in pairs, then teacher reviews answers as a class.

	POST LESSON / PLENARY

	Teacher asks pupils talk in pairs. Pupils choose one factor from the trip-planning list and explain why it is most important for a successful trip.

3. Pupils rearrange the letters and make them a word.
4. Pupils are given some time to do question A. 
Activity B 
5. Pupils are given an incomplete table.
6. Pupils (in pair) complete the table with the correct word forms appropriately, while completing task C.
7. Discussion on the answers. 
8. Pupils do task D – facilitated by the teacher.
9. Discussion on the answers. 
Activity C 
10. Pupils are shown two different forms of sentences. ‘active and passive sentences’. 
11. Pupils identify the differences.
12. Teacher tells the form and functions of both sentences.
13. Pupils complete task E and discussion on the answers.

6. Teacher plays the track twice.
7. Pupils compare answers in pairs.
8. Teacher checks answers as a class.

	9. Teacher asks pupils to discuss in small groups: “If you were Steve, what would your ideal accommodation be and why?”
10. Volunteers share ideas with the class.

	4. Pupils work individually to label the 8 given sentences with (R), (W), (A), (S).
5. Pupils compare answers with a partner before teacher checks as a class.
6. In pairs, pupils take turns giving a reminder, warning, advice, and suggestion about “Preparing for a Trip”.
7. Pupils use the mind map of travel benefits.
8. In pairs, discuss each benefit and give examples.
9. Decide together which is the best benefit and justify with at least two reasons.
