2. Teacher reviews some dream/ nightmare-related vocabulary from the Language Bank (pg 25)

	LESSON DEVELOPMENT

	3. Pupils work in pairs.
4. Each pupil asks and answers the three dream-related questions
5. Teacher models an example briefly: “Once, I dreamed I was walking in a forest at night. Suddenly, I heard footsteps…”
6. Pairs share their nightmare stories.
7. Teacher reminds pupils to use descriptive phrases from the Language Bank.
8. Pupils take turns telling their story for 1–2 minutes, while the partner listens and asks 1–2 follow-up questions.

	POST LESSON / PLENARY

	9. A few pairs volunteer to share the most interesting or unusual dream/nightmare they heard.
10. Teacher and classmates give feedback.
11. Pupils write down two new words/phrases they learnt and one interesting dream/nightmare they heard today.

	3. Pupils read the story "Luca was saved!" individually.
4. They label the text using the given instructions
5. Pupils compare answers in pairs before teacher checks as a class.
6. Teacher introduces the writing task.
7. Pupils plan their story using a quick story map.
8. Pupils write their story

	POST LESSON / PLENARY

	9. Pupils swap stories with a partner.
10. They check if the partner has included at least 2 elements in the story.
11. Pupils give short written feedback on one thing they liked and one thing that could be improved.
