9. T divides the class into two groups. One group represents countries considering hosting the Games, and the other group represents organizers trying to convince them.
10. Pupils do a debate session. Each side presents arguments for and against hosting the Games. Encourage pupils to use information from the text to support their points.

11. T asks each group to present their findings from the discussion.
