7. Pupils work individually to complete the sentences.
8. Review the answers as a class. Discuss any common errors and clarify any confusion.

	3. Pupils match the beginnings of sentences in Column A with the correct endings in Column B.
4. Pupils compare their answers with a partner and discuss any differences.
5. T goes over the answers as a class. Discuss why each pair matches and clarify any misunderstandings.
6. Pupils fill in the blanks in the story with the correct forms of the verbs in brackets.
7. T reviews the answers as a class, discussing why each tense is used.

	8. T asks pupils write three sentences of their own using different types of conditionals (one for each type discussed).
9. Pupils read out their sentences to the class.

4. Play the audio script again, for pupils to check the answers.
5. T goes over the answers as a class, discussing any discrepancies and clarifying why each match is correct.
6. T explains that pupils will listen to a job interview and fill in the blanks in the given text with no more than one word from the audio.
7. Play the audio script and asks pupils to fill in the blanks.
8. Play the audio script again, for pupils to check the answers.
9. Pupils compare their completed texts with a partner.
10. Teacher checks the answers as a class.

	11. T asks pupils to discuss in small groups how the information they heard can be applied to their own career planning and job search strategies.
12. T chooses the groups to present their answers.
