	TEACHING AND LEARNING ACTIVITIES

	Introduction:
1. Students carry out ‘Role Play' activities to demonstrate CPR methods.
2. Students and teachers do questioning and answering (Q&A) sessions to test the level of students' existing knowledge. 
3. Students pay attention to the teacher's explanation about cardiopulmonary resuscitation.

	Activities:
1. Students are divided into several groups.
2. Students determine the place, time and scenario with the help of the teacher. For example:
Place: Side of the road
Scenario: A motorcyclist is lying on the side of the road. He was in a coma after a minor accident.
Character 1: The paramedic is on his way to the scene of the accident and is talking to Character 3 on the phone
Character 2: An individual who tries to provide help to the victim
Character 3: An individual who is calling a paramedic on the phone
Character 4: Victim (replaced with statue)
3. Students are given 15 minutes to brainstorm and prepare dialogue scripts.
4. Students are given the opportunity to perform in front of the class.

	Closure:
Students answer the questions in Amali Sains Tingkatan 4 pages 58 - 59.
