· Explain the meaning of significant figure, and hence determine the number of significant figures of a number 
· Round off a number to certain numbers of significant figures



	ACTIVITY
	Starter:
Teacher introduces significant figures and explains the importance of making estimations and approximations in daily life. 


 Activity:
1. Teacher explains the meaning of significant figure.
2. Teacher determines the number of significant figures in a number and explains the effect of the position of the zero digit in integers and decimals.
3. Students carry out the activity as suggested below.
4. Each student is given a number card.
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Significant figures card

5. Students need to paste the number cards according to the group written on the whiteboard, which is 1 s.f. – 5 s.f.
6. Class discussion is performed based on the work of students.
7. Teacher demonstrates how to round off a number to certain numbers of significant figures.
8. Teacher asks students to do exercises in the workbook and textbook.


Closure:
Teacher discusses all the answers.

	ACTIVITY
	Starter:
Teacher uses Nota Visual on ePelangi+ to illustrate situations involving numbers that are either too large or too small. 

Activity:
1. Teacher demonstrates an easy way to write numbers (standard form) based on the given situation.
2. Students carry out the activity as suggested below.
- Each pair of students gets 2 different sets of worksheets:
               (a) single number to standard form
               (b) standard form to single number
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Worksheet (Standard form)

             - Students refer to the textbook to complete each worksheet that received.
             - Class discussion is done based on the work of students.
3. Teacher explains the use of standard form including common prefix which is used in metric measurement.
4. Teacher performs basic arithmetic operations on numbers in standard form, providing solution steps that involve factorisation.
5. Teacher discusses examples in solving problems involving numbers in standard form in the textbook.
6. Teacher asks students to do exercises in the workbook and textbook.

Closure:
Teacher discusses all the answers.
