3. In their respective groups, students will conduct a discussion.
4. After the discussion, form a new group which consist of members of each different group.
5. Students will state the results of their discussions to their new group and the discussions are carried on again.
6. The results of the discussion are written on a mini whiteboard and the group representative make a presentation.

Closure:
Teacher guides the students in drawing conclusions from the results of the activity.
