	Introduction:

2. Students pay attention to the teacher’s explanation in class.

	Activities:
1. Students are divided into 7 groups and given an experimental apparatus based on the mixture separation method given.
2. Students are asked to find information related to the method of separating mixtures and write a brief note related to the method on the mini whiteboard.
3. A group representative chooses one of the 7 mixtures on the teacher's table that can separated according to the separation method they discussed.
4. Students are asked to separate the mixture chosen earlier and discuss the findings of the activity and make a conclusion.
5. Students then carry out the Three Strays, One Stay activity. Three group members go to another group’s table to get information about the other 6 methods, while one student stays at the table to explain their method to other group members who come.
6. All students return to their respective groups after the session and they share information with other group members.
