	ACTIVITY
	Starter:
Teacher recalls the data handling process learned before.

Activity:
1. Students are divided into several groups. Each group is assigned to a class either in the same form or a different form.
2. Each group needs to get the monthly savings information of each student in the assigned class.
3. Perform the data handling process as learned in Form 1. Represent the data with an appropriate representation.
4. Then, find the measures of central tendency of the data.
5. Collect the findings of each group. With teacher’s guidance, make an interpretation of each of the data. Make a conclusion about the savings patterns of the students.

Closure:
Students ask questions while the teacher makes a conclusion about the content of the lesson.
