· Write a formula based on a situation.
· Change the subject of formula of an algebraic equation.
· Determine the value of a variable when the value of another variable is given.
· Solve problems involving formulae.

	ACTIVITY
	Starter:
Teacher guides students to change the subject of formula of an algebraic equation.

Activity:
1. Form groups of 3 members per group.
2. Each group is given a set of red, yellow and green traffic light cards. The red card represents ‘disagree’, the yellow card represents ‘uncertain’ and the green card represents ‘agree’.
3. Teacher shows a question card containing an algebraic formula and a formula that has been converted to certain subject of formula.
4. Each group discusses and determines whether the subject of formula for each question is changed correctly. Show the selected traffic light cards according to the discussions.
5. Teacher chooses a group that answers correctly to explain to the class.

Closure:
Students and teacher summarize today’s learning.
