	ACTIVITY
	Starter:
Teacher explains the steps to determine the distance between two points on the Cartesian plane.

Activity:
1. Teacher prepares cards containing different coordinates and a Cartesian plane drawn on mahjung paper.
2. Each student is given a piece of card and a piece of attachment paper. Find each other partner.
3. Spread out the Cartesian plane and start with the first pair of students standing on the Cartesian plane based on their respective coordinates.
4. The rest of the students observe the position of the pair and write it on the attachment paper.
5. Repeat this activity for each pair of students. Then, arrange the pairs with the closest distance to the farthest distance.
6. Discuss whether each student gets the same arrangement.

Closure:
Teacher gives exercises to the students.
