	LEARNING OBJECTIVES
	At the end of learning, students will be able to:
· Determine the perimeter of various shapes when the side lengths are given or need to be measured.
· Estimate the perimeter of various shapes, and then evaluate the accuracy of estimation by comparing with the measured value.
· Solve problems involving perimeter.

	ACTIVITY
	Starter:
Teacher and students discuss the determination of the perimeter of various shapes when the lengths of the sides are given or need to be measures.

Activity:
1. Teacher divides the students into several groups.
2. Each group is asked to draw a shape.
3. The perimeter of the drawn shape is measured using a ruler or thread and recorded on a paper.
4. Students exchange drawings with other groups and measure objects drawn by those groups.
5. Students record the perimeter of each object measured and compare it with the values obtained with other groups.
6. Students answer the related questions.

Closure:
Teacher discusses the lesson content.
