	ACTIVITY
	Starter:
Teacher explains the  relationship between two quantitites in everyday life situations involving the use of ‘more than’ or ‘ less than’.

Activity:
1. Teacher gives some examples of quantities based on the surrounding.
2. Students in pairs need to think and discuss the inequalities and relate the quantities given by the teacher using inequality.
3. Students need to share the results of discussions with other pairs.
4. Students answer the related questions.

Closure:
Students and teacher summarize today’s lesson.
